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Application Form for a One-off Grant for Carers of Disabled Children

Introduction to one-off grants for Carers of Disabled Children.
Sandwell Parents for Disabled Children (SPDC) has been asked to run a pilot project (trial) to support carers of disabled children. The project involves us distributing 100 grants of up to £100 to carers to support their caring role. At present there will only be 100 grants available but if the project is a success there is a possibility it may continue.
Caring for a disabled child inevitably impacts on the carers’ own life. In recognition of this carers of disabled children can apply for a grant to be used in a variety of ways, see below in the section entitled “Frequently Asked Questions” for more details.
Frequently asked questions

Who can apply?
Grants are available to carers of disabled children (by children we mean those up to the age of 18) who live in the Borough of Sandwell. In this case the term “carers” means parents and siblings of disabled children. Unfortunately, foster carers offering short breaks only are not eligible for this grant. 
How much can you apply for?



Only one application can be made per household but each household can apply for up to £100.00. For example, in a household where they are 2 adult carers and 1 young carer only one of these people may apply for an amount of up to £100  but the money may be used for something that would benefit all of the members of the household.
What does the money have to be used for?

The criteria for the grants is so broad that you could apply for almost anything or a combination of things that you think will support you in your caring role. For example, it could be used to go to a football match, towards the cost of a holiday, for a haircut or some beauty treatments or it could be used to purchase additional short breaks to enable you to have a day out or night away. 
How will SPDC decide who gets a grant?
A panel made up of parents of disabled children and a representative of SPDC will meet to consider applications. Grants will be awarded on a first come first served basis to those applicants who demonstrate how the grant will benefit them in their caring role.
The closing date for applications is 24th June 2011.
What if I miss the deadline or the money has run out?
SPDC will notify you should either of these situations apply. However, if the project does continue then priority will be given to applicants who missed out the first time round.
How do I apply?
